DAVID LYNCH’S VISIT IS PLANNED BETWEEN 18TH AND 20TH OF NOVEMBER

A chairman of the committee of Education, Science and Culture, Mariam Jashi had a meeting
with the president of David Lynch Foundation Caucasus Giga Agaldze and his team. The first
working meeting was related to the famous American film director, David Lynch’s visit in Geor-
gia, which is planned on 18-20th of November.

“It's a huge opportunity to Georgia to host the famous director and discuss with his founda-
tion future initiatives. It's important that in the frame of the projects of the foundation many
educational and social projects’” implementation is planned in Georgia, Azerbaijan and Arme-
nia. Establishing of David Lynch Foundation Caucasus in Thilisi gives a historical opportunity
to Georgia’s film industry and educational spheres. The president of the foundation is a musi-
cian and director Giga Agladze. It's honor for me and for my colleagues to have such an op-
portunity to host a legendary film director and discuss with him important educational, social
and cultural future initiatives of Georgia.” - Stated Mariam Jashi after the meeting.

As the chairman of the committee stated, they discussed planning of David Lynch’s visit in No-
vember. The case concerns important meetings, where several crucial issues will be discussed.
The first initiative is related to the establishing of David Lynch international film University in
Georgia, which gives to Georgia a unique chance to develop educational opportunities in the
sphere of film and become a leading country in the scale of the region. Also, discussion about
an international film festival is planned. The committee will discuss details of the project with
government’s highest offices. And finally, one of the initiatives of David Lynch Foundation is o
broad rehabilitation social program for the victims of car accidents.

According to Marim Jashi’s statement, all initiatives of David Lynch foundation are in agree-
ment with the priorities of the parliament and government. These initiatives include internation-
alizing Georgia’s highest educational system in the sphere of film in order to make Georgia
an educational center. Being a host of International film festivals and cultural events is one of
the most important issues for Georgia’s cultural and economic development. Current road
safety campaign of the Ministry of Internal Affairs creates a perfect base for David Lynch Foun-
dation’s project for the victims of car accidents.

Giga Agladze stated that decision of David Lynch’s arrival in Georgia in November is already
made. He will have meetings with public and his films will be screened.

“The projects which are planned to be implemented for the country are very important. The
projects include establishing of David Lynch International film school and A-class film festival.
It's very important for our country to have relationships with great directors and Hollywood be-
cause the foundation unites 250 famous people like Martin Scorsese etc. | think everything will
be the way that country needs. With the establishing of this foundation we not only got closer
to these people but we are expecting them here, in Georgia. Very soon Georgia will be visited
by those stars whom we could only see on the screen” — said Giga Agladze

The meeting was also attended by the founder of the foundation Kostantine Batmanidi, advi-
sor in communications Nina Tsagareli and advisor, Mariam Toidze.

Caucasus Foundation was established on the 25th of July in 2017 and it unites Georgia,
Azerbaijan and Armenia. Besides establishing Film University and meetings with the stars, the
foundation’s goal is to help people with stress and post-traumatic stress disorder with Tran-
scendental Meditation rehabilitation program. This program helps to improve health, cognitive
skills, work efficiency and integration in society.
